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Summer Courses Project

The youth has always been the main and the major part of the religious
authorities’ thinking as they are considered men of the future on whom
foundations of the countries will be built. Civilization of the countries is
also measured through them. For the sake of keeping them away from the
dangers of bad thinking and behaving and getting them immune against
the eccentric thoughts which are kidnapping them, the religious authority
represented by Sheikh Basheer Al-Najafy (may Allah prolong his life) has
instructed the necessity of communicating with those young people and
getting them away from the temptation of the east which is playing with
their minds. Such thoughts are pushing them to leave their Islamic coun-
tries and even their families.

Therefore, Al-Anwar Al-Najafyia Foundation for Culture and Devel-
opment has made a plan to hold summer courses for the youth. What is
new here is that these courses are held in Najaf so that they will be near
the centre which radiates knowledge; the Hawza of Al-Najaf Al-Ashraf, its
religious authorities and its scholars.

The foundation has started the first steps for holding these courses by

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on the education level of the students so as

to put a syllabus fit for education level of the

students whether males or females. In the first
experience, the main difficulty faced was the
weakness of the applicants in language (the Ar-
abic language); therefore, the foundation had to
present staffs not only well-qualified, but able to

deliver lessons in many languages like Arabic,

English and French....etc. the second step is to deep-root the scientific bas-
es inside the students. This depends on religion lessons ahead of which are
doctrines and language which will be inevitable for the displaced people
as it is needed for getting accommodated with various doctrines and reli-
gions. This might be further from the Islamic religion. The next step is the
jurisprudential side; it is needed to build knowledge for the displaced and
to complete the spirit and work together. Then, it comes the ethical lessons
alongside with the Quranic lessons and traditions of the prophet and his
progeny (PBUH). Furthermore, teaching theology, philosophy, elocution,
and history.
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In these courses university professors who have PhD and MA degrees
and profs and Assist Profs, are mixed with professors of Hawza in the last
stage. Professors who lectured in these courses are of the following spe-
cialization: PhD in Quranic sciences, Islamic history, philosophy, Jurispru-
dence, theology, Arabic, elocution psycholinguistics, sociology, biography;,
and history). It was in English French and other languages in addition to

Arabic.
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After deciding that the courses will be for for-
eign Muslims or the Muslims who live in the west-
ern world, it was mandatory that the places to which ¥
the advertisements should reach should be specified.

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After the Secretary General instructing

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Health Care Department

Al-Anwar Al-Najafyia Foundation has cared for the health of the Iraqi
citizens and for the importance of developing in it after it has experienced the
negligence of the governmental health departments. Although theses depart-
ments have witnessed development after the falling of the past regime, still
there are clear shortcomings from the government and still the citizens suffer
for the type of the services presented. As a kind of faithfulness, the foundation
has taken upon its shoulder to alleviate this misery. It was keen to play the
vital role to lessen the effect of the governmental shortcomings. In cooperation
with some international organizations, Health Care Department of Al-Anwar
Al-Najafyia Foundation made health care campaigns and medical courses to
the staffs and employees working in this field and other courses held to the cit-
izens. Moreover, the department also gives the helping hand to those who are
in need whether financial or spiritual. It also cooperates with the international
organizations to host physicians presenting medical services for free and to
make thousands of surgeries for free as well.

The services presented by this department can be summarized as follows:

2. Hosting physicians with rare specializations, especial-
ly in ophthalmology, cardiology, and joints in cooperation withf
Ministry of Health, where thousands of surgeries have been exe-
cuted, thousands of patients treated and all of this is for free.

3. Cooperation with NGO’ in sending patients outside

5. Hosting professors in medicine to give consultancies
and hold courses to Iraqi medical staffs.

6.  Holding medical camping aiming at training the volunteers and also presenting
medical aids to those who need it in the million pilgrimages for the holy shrines in Najaf.

7. Setting the program of (Saving Human Life) which included volunteers, gov-
ernmental directorates and security bureaus such as the civil defense.
